PGRD in Cambridge

Our Pfizer Cambridge Research Centre forms a major part of the Inhalation and Devices Centre of Emphasis (IDCoE) within Pfizer
Worldwide Pharmaceutical Sciences.

Our exceptionally skilled and talented colleagues work closely with colleagues at Pfizer Sandwich and the US sites to research and
develop innovative life-enhancing medicines for the future.

Pfizer’s main premises at Granta Park, situated south of the historic university city of Cambridge, have been specifically designed for
IDCoE requirements, providing state-of-the-art laboratories and engineering workshops.

Set in 80 acres of land beside the River Granta, the site incorporates landscaped gardens, a lake, meadow, mature woodland and cricket
pitch; the rural surroundings designed to provide you with a pleasant, high quality working environment.

Granta Park facilities

Granta Park is occupied by a number of R&D companies
– biotech, pharmaceutical and healthcare. Services available
to colleagues on site include:

Fast rail links are available from
Cambridge to London; the north and
west via Peterborough and Stevenage;
and East Anglia via Ipswich and Norwich.

As Granta Park is located on the junction
of the A11/A505 and close to the M11,
road access to all parts of the UK is fast
and easy.
